Synoptic Observation (Based on 0830 Hours IST Observation)

+ Subtropical westerly Jet Stream with core winds of the order of 110 knots at 12.6 km above mean sea level prevails over
northeast India.

+«¢ The trough in middle and upper tropospheric westerlies with its axis at 5.8 km above mean sea level now runs roughly
between Long. 74°E/ Lat. 28°N to Long. 73°E / Lat. 20°N.

Main Weather Observations

Rainfall distribution was dry, with nil intensity over Vidarbha. No large change in Maximum Temperature over
Vidarbha and were normal. No large change in Minimum Temperature over Vidarbha and were normal. The
highest maximum temperature were recorded for Brahmpuri ( 31.8 °C) and lowest minimum temperature was
recorded for Yavatmal ( 8.8 °C) station of Vidarbha.
