Main Weather Observations

Rainfall distribution was isolated, with light intensity over Vidarbha. No large change in Maximum Temperature
over Vidarbha and were above normal. No large change in Minimum Temperature over Vidarbha and was
normal. The highest maximum temperature were recorded for Amravati ( 43.4 °C) and lowest minimum
temperature was recorded for Buldana ( 21.8 °C) station of Vidarbha.
